Leave the cat where it is.
Call the number on the tag if
you are concerned that it may
be lost.

They are either owned and
simply fearful of new people, or
unsocialized and unlikely to
have good welfare in a typical
home. If you suspect the cat is
unowned, consider contacting
your local municipal animal
control to pursue TNR and help
to provide careas a
communitv cat caretaker.
